English: Pupils will be studying Non-Chronological Reports; Historical Fiction; Biographies; Limericks and Diary writing/Journals.  Grammar, punctuation and spelling will continue to be a daily focus of each lesson.  Please support us with Reading Plus, in addition to regularly listening to your child read and questioning them.   

Maths: Y5 Pupils will study Place Value including decimals; Addition and Subtraction including problems; Geometry and Angles; Measures – Perimeter and Area and Statistics.  Y6 pupils will study Place Value including decimals; Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division and Geometry – 2D and 3D shapes.  Please support us at home, by practising times tables with your child. 

Science: Pupils will learn all about electricity in our ‘Electrifying’ programme.  
Computing: Pupils will undertake Internet Research and use various Apps to present their research.
History: Pupils will find out all about the Victorians.
Geography: Pupils will use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features; compare land use and geographical features on different types of maps; explain how things change by referring to the physical and human features of the landscape.
Music: Pupils will take part in a Victorian parlour evening, listening to and singing along with popular tunes of the day; discuss what instruments they can hear and what moods the different pieces create.
PE: The focus for this half-term is Netball and Rugby.
Art & Design: Pupils will study artists of the Victorian Period, photography and printing.
DT: Pupils will complete Victorian home-crafts and design and construct a Victorian themed toy, using cams.
PSHE: Pupils will reflect on achievements and discuss how and when they have been successful.
